This document identifies the revised AQIP Categories (now six in number) and the accompanying revised Systems
Portfolio structure. This information was announced at the Commission’s 2014 Annual Conference in April.

Institutions that are preparing Systems Portfolios for submission on November 1, 2014 may write to the new
Categories using the new Systems Portfolio structure. (It is acceptable to write to the current nine Categories using
the traditional Systems Portfolio structure for submissions due this November.) This allowance is to accommodate
institutions that wish to try the new Categories, without penalizing those institutions that have been writing already to
the traditional nine Categories and do not wish to change.

Systems Portfolios that will be submitted this summer (June 1, 2014) must write to the current nine Categories using
the traditional Systems Portfolio format. Systems Portfolios submitted on June 1, 2015 and thereafter must address the
six AQIP Categories and Systems Portfolio structure announced in April 2014.

Revised guides for constructing the new Systems Portfolio (institutional focus) and for appraising the new Systems
Portfolio (peer reviewer focus) are forthcoming. Systems Portfolio and Appraisal guides for the traditional model
remain available at hlcommission.org/aqip.
