New 30 Credit Prerequisite for Upper-division CAS Courses
Starting with summer and fall, 2006 registration, the College of Arts and Sciences (CAS) will implement a new policy requiring that a minimum of 30 credits be satisfactorily completed before students can register for upper-division (300-500 level) CAS courses. The College of Arts and Sciences faculty and administration agree that this policy will help students prepare for success in upper-division courses in the 18 CAS major programs. The required 30 completed credits will also allow students time to complete lower-division requirements based on placement results in writing and mathematics: 
· WRIT 131 or 132 
· WRIT 231, 261, or 271 
· MATH 110, 115, 120, Phil 204 or Stat 201
Other Metropolitan State courses that help CAS students fulfill their first 30 credits while improving writing, reading, mathematics, communication, and analytical skills include: 
· METRO 101: Your Academic Journey
· INFS 115: Information Access
· 100-200 level General Education courses (as listed in the current Class Schedule or on the Metropolitan State University Web site)
If 30 credits have already been completed at other institutions and if they have been accepted by Metropolitan State University, these transfer credits will fulfill the required 30 credit minimum. 

Attempting to register for any 300 – 500 level CAS course without first completing the requisite 30 lower division credits will result in students receiving a hold on their registration along with a message which states,  "Minimum earned credits required for this course."
